Over three days, over 50,000 people
are expected to visit Agfest, one of
Tasmania’s most popular annual
events. For every visitor, this journey
will include at least some travel on a
rural road.

Rural roads connect our communities
and keep Tasmania moving. Of
the state’s 18,500-kilometre road
network, around 80 per cent is
classified as rural, stretching well
beyond our towns and cities.

For most Tasmanians, driving on rural
roads is part of everyday life. Yet these
familiar roads account for around two
thirds of fatal and serious crashes,
with speed often a contributing factor.

Rural roads present a different set of
risks compared to driving in towns
and cities, which is why awareness

matters. They are often narrow and
winding and conditions can change
quickly, from wet surfaces and fading
light to wildlife or unfamiliar stretches
of road. Recognising these risks allows
drivers to make small but important
adjustments behind the wheel, such
as easing off the accelerator, increasing
following distance and driving to the
conditions.

Slowing down and driving to the
conditions, not just the posted speed
limit, can make a real difference. On
high-speed rural roads, even small
reductions in speed can greatly reduce
therisk of death or serious injury.

There is also important work
happening across the network. The
Tasmanian Government is investing
more than $30 million to improve
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rural road safety, including sealing
shoulders, improving line marking
and signage, and removing roadside
hazards.

Last year saw too many lives lost on
ourroads, and thisyearhas not started
well. Road safety is based on the Safe
System approach, which recognises
that people make mistakes and aims
to ensure those mistakes do not result
in death or serious injury. But it also
relies on all road users playing their
part.

Allowextratimesoyouarenottempted
to rush. Take regular breaks on longer
trips and slow down on unfamiliar
or winding roads and through small
towns. Watch for wildlife, especially
early in the morning and evening and
be patient with other road users.

Small choices behind the wheel can
have lifelong consequences. Drive
to the conditions and help ensure
everyone gets to their destination
safely.

WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW BEFORE DRIVING TO AGFEST

DURING AGFEST, SPECIAL TRAFFIC CONDITIONS WILL BE IMPLEMENTED IN OAKS
ROAD AND BASS HIGHWAY TO ENABLE THE SAFE AND EFFICIENT MOVEMENT OF
TRAFFIC IN AND OUT OF THE AGFEST SITE.

This will include reduced speed limits
and the placement of barriers along
the full length of Oaks Road to prevent
lane changing (under request by
Tasmania Police).

Patrons are asked to obey all signage
and any directions given by traffic

control officials and Tasmania Police.
Traffic conditions may be altered at
short notice to minimise delays.

Due to the special traffic conditions
in place, patrons are encouraged to
plan their Agfest routes before they
leave home, especially if visiting from

FROM LAUNCESTON: Head towards Devonport on

Bass Highway (1) and 22km from Launceston turn onto Oaks
Road (C511) at the Liffey Falls exit.

FROM DEVONPORT: Head towards Launceston on Bass
Highway (1). Approx. 7Tkm past the Hagley bypass turn right
onto Oaks Road (C511) at the Liffey Falls exit.

FROM HOBART: Follow the Midland Highway (1) to
Perth, turn left onto B52, continue for 13km and turn onto
Bass Highway (1). Continue approximately 4km and turn left
onto Oaks Road (C511) at the Liffey Falls exit. The Liffey Falls
exit on the Bass Highway is marked with large yellow Agfest
directional signage.

AFTER 2PM

During the hours from 2pm until 6pm, Agfest cannot be ac-
cessed from the Bass Highway due to both lanes of Oaks
Road being used for outbound exiting traffic only. If you plan
to Agfest after 2pm please follow these alternative routes:

FROM LAUNCESTON: Head towards Longford. Just
past Longford, follow (C518), (C513) and (C511) through
Bishopsbourne.

FROM DEVONPORT: Head towards Launceston on
the Bass Highway (1). Before reaching Hagley, turn onto
(B54), travel through Hagley and Whitemore using (B54),
(C507) and (C511).

FROM HOBART: Follow the Midland Highway (1) to
Longford. Just past Longford, follow (C518), (C513) and
(C511) through Bishopsbourne.

The routes via Hagley, Whitemore and Bishopsbourne are
marked with Agfest directional signage.
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BETWEEN 7.30AM AND 12PM
Exit via South Exit Gate only
BETWEEN 12PM AND 2PM
Exit via Oaks Road
BETWEEN 2PM AND 6PM

Exit must be made in the same direction you arrived. For
example, if you came to Agfest from the North-West, then
the route out of Agfest will lead back to the North-West.

If in doubt, signage in and around the car parks will guide
you to the respective routes out of the Agfest site.

FROM HOBART

Follow the Midland Highway (1) to Longford. Just past Longford,
follow (C518), (C513) and (C511) through Bishopsbourne.

The routes via Hagley, Whitemore and Bishopsbourne are
marked with Agfest directional signage.
